Talks by Mo. Kavrakos on the technique of breathing, bel canto, and the importance of
recitative.

Free admission to concerts during the week of the masterclass.
A concert with the participants on Friday, July 28th at gpm.
The masterclass will be in Greek and for international participants in English.

Pianist loanna Ismyridi will accompany all participants, but singers may come with their
own pianist if they wish.
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
